What’s included for furnishings in 14 Acadia Road W, Lethbridge, Alberta, Canada?
Personal Furnishings

· Twin bed (unless you prefer to bring your own.)

· Drawers for various clothing (unless you prefer to bring your own)

· Place to hang clothing (Closet in your bedroom)

· Keys. One key to the house, one key to lock on your bedroom.

· We are also including one set of towels and wash cloth. (Each tenant has a different color so you can keep track.)

Furnishings

· Living room and Rec room furniture (for sitting, chatting, studying etc..,)

· Iron and Ironing board

· Washer and Dryer

· Microwave

· Built in vacuum system (the common areas will be vacuumed by the owners, but you will want to use this for your room from time to time or if you spill)

· Dining room table and 6 chairs

· Propane BBQ.

· Air-conditioner (it is a “whole house” style.)
Communications

· Computer printer

· WiFi internet access
· Telephone
Kitchen

· Coffee maker (stop and go so you can take a cup while it is brewing)

· Kettle (auto-shutoff)

· Slow cooker

· Sandwich maker

· Sausage grill

· Food processor

· toaster

· Spices that we (Shawn and Cara) use including Salt and Pepper.

· Cutlery (8 place setting minimum)

· Glasses

· Plates, cups, bowls

· Kitchen shears

· Kitchen knives

· Pots and Pans (bake pan, pie pan, cookie sheets etc..,)

· Mixing bowls and mixer
· Measuring cups and spoons

· Grater

· Potato peeler

· Can opener

· Various cooking utensils

· The all important “pizza cutter”<g>.

· Hot pads

· Dish towels

· Hand towels

· And a bunch more things too…
Things included that you probably don’t care about because the owners will be using these:

· Mower (we will be mowing the lawn)

· Sprinkler – unless it is a really hot day, then you can sit under the sprinkler! 
What are some things that you will be providing, should you want them?

These are things that we have thought of that you may want to provide. The specifics will depend on your personal lifestyle of course and there will probably be other things that you want, and some that we simply forgot to include on this list.

· Your personal linens for the bed. The beds/mattresses are “twin” sized.

· Personal toiletries

· Your food (though you may want to talk with others in the house and some meals/food purchases you may decide to do joint.)

· School supplies

· Consumables (Paper products, Laundry products, toothpaste etc..,)

What are some of the “little” things that people realized later they should have brought. (These were gathered from students we met at the U of L, regardless of whether they rented from us or in the dorms or wherever)

· fingernail clippers

· toothbrush

· health care card (especially for ‘new adults’)

· passport (Lethbridge is much closer to the US border than Calgary – an area that a lot of people come from to go to U of L.)

As with most rental accommodation, we carry insurance on the house, but if your personal belongings are expensive, you should consider getting renters insurance, the same way, when you own a house, you get insurance for the property and contents. The insurance company won’t let us get insurance for your goods though when we get insurance on the house and our goods. This is standard insurance policy. If you are a student, you might want to talk to your parents about how this works, or you can talk to us and we can explain it more. Note that many students don’t get this type of insurance because the value of the goods are not sufficient to warrant it. When this happens you are doing what is called as “self insuring”.
